His deep appreciation of Sanskrit literary works is 

reflected in his work of criticism, entitled “Prachin Sahitya”. The 

poet is indebted to classical Sanskrit literature specially Kalidasa 

in terms of concepts of dualism. Rabindranath was conscious of 

the educational environment of Asrama, learning from the dramas 

of Kalidasa and verses of Upanishadas, Vedas, Gita and its impact 

on the overall mental and spiritual development of students 

though restricted to privileged sections of society only.
